" Eradication of Exotic Plant Cosmos from Yavateshwar Ghat"

Department of Botany and National Service Scheme, Lal Bahadur Shastri College Satara and
Biodiversity Conservation and Research Foundation (BRCF) eradicated the exotic invasive plant
Cosmos from Yavateshwar Ghat. The cosmos plant is native to Mexico and Central America.
Since then, this plant has spread throughout Asia. Between Katraj and Shirwal in Pune district,

this plant has spread rapidly to the entire road and fields. The plant was found to have an

impact on the local flora. This plant has an allelopathic effect.
A bush of cosmos has about 45 to 50 flowers. About 25 to 30 seeds are produced from one

flower. That is, 1000 to 1200 seeds are produced from one bush and spread everywhere. The

germination rate of these seeds is 95% to 100%. The seeds of this plant are spread everywhere

by the wind.
As all vehicles from Pune to Kas Plateau pass through Yavateshwar Ghat, their seeds are spread

by sticking to the tires of the trains. Two-three years ago, a small amount of cosmos was found

in the ghats of Yavateshwar. But now the cosmos is spread all over the mountain slope at the
base of Yavateshwar. After that, the vegetation is spread for one half kilometer towards the
Prakriti resort. It is moving towards Kas Plateau. Before that, it was necessary to stop Cosmos in
the ghat. The cosmos plants standing above the steep hill slope of Yavateshwar Ghat were
uprooted by the students of the college and volunteers of BRCF and then kept in a place to dry.
When there is no wind, it will be lit together. Continuity is essential in this cosmos eradication
mission. Even a small amount of this plant is likely to spread again.. The only option is to uproot
and burn the cosmos plant along with the roots. Some places are a bit impossible to reach as it
is spread over a steep hill slope. Cosmos is in full bloom during the months of September and

October. The roads are slippery due to rain. In this case, it is possible to remove this plant only

by human chain.
BRCF being an NGO and its volunteers handled all the arrangements in a very efficient and

proper manner. This organization works all over India. This was possible due to the
